This policy document is to provide a guide for the committee, to ensure consistent rules are in place. 
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1
SAMFS GOLF CLUB CHAMPIONSHIPS

FOR ANY PLAYER TO BE ELIGIBLE TO WIN A MAJOR TROPHY HE/SHE MUST HAVE PLAYED IN A MINIMUM OF 5 GAMES PRIOR TO THE FIRST CLUB CHAMPIONSHIP DAY. THESE GAMES WILL BE IN THE SAME CALENDER YEAR AS THE CHAMPIONSHIP.  (AUSTRALASIAN & MURRAY DOWNS or ITS EQUIVALENT WILL ONLY COUNT AS ONE GAME).  

THE CHAMPIONSHIP WILL BE MADE UP OF THE FOLLOWING EVENTS

Players riding on motorised carts must have a doctor’s certificate.

Current handicaps will apply for the 2nd round, but a player will not change grades because of handicap changes after 1st round. (11-2009)
Select grade nett winner first, if 2nd best nett is also the best stroke in that grade they win that grade stroke, then 3rd best nett –wins nett runner up etc. (2-2009)
The Captain will decide, considering the number of eligible players, after the 1st round of Championships, on handicaps for Grades & whether to have a “C” grade.

AUSTRALASIAN CHAMPIONSHIPS

Australasian Constitution & Policy document must be adhered to:

i.e. Full members (As per Constitution 5a & 5b) only, eligible for the team.

Associate members are to be registered in the Social grade at Australsians.

For a player to qualify to represent S.A. he/she must first meet the following requirements.

2.1 
Play a minimum of 4 games with the club in the current calendar year prior to the first qualifying round end of May.
2.2 
4 qualifying games, with best 3 rounds to count. Scores will be kept on a plus or minus to PAR.  (2-2009)
2.3 
The 5 top qualifiers will be the team.

2.4 
The 6th qualifier will be the reserve.

2.5 
Position 5 in the team & the reserve position will be decided by a play off, where a tie occurs, at the completion of the final qualifying round. (If playoff is not possible the match committee will conduct a count back) (2-2009)
2.6
Qualifiers using a motorised golf cart will be required to produce a doctor’s certificate

2.7
Qualifiers to play together in ranking order in rounds 2, 3 & 4 if possible.

2.8
Match committee will rule on all issues regarding qualifying

2.9 The 6 team members will be supplied with:

 (decided on venue eg climate conditions)

pair of trousers or shorts (1 pair of trousers for the presentation night & 1 pair for golf)

golf shirts 
1 
vest or jumper (committee’s discretion)

1 Tie if needed  & Golf Club blazer (If the player has been issued with one in the last 10 years he/she will be excluded from this issue) $50 from the team representative towards the cost of the blazer. 

To be worn at: Presentation night.
2.10 The subsidies for members attending the Australasians, will be at the discretion of the committee and treasurer.
2.11
The colours of the club shall be red, gold & navy blue for shirts, vests, jumpers and caps for the golf tournament, in any combination {style}.

The committee shall decide the dress for the formal evenings. (2-2014)

MATCH PLAY - LIFE MEMBERS TROPHY 
Full Members only (As per Constitution 5a & 5b)

A nominated game programmed early in the season will be the qualifying game. (Stroke Competition so there is enough stroke rounds for the Average stroke yearly trophy) The best 16 players who indicate their intentions to play will be in the Match Play draw. This hopefully will prevent forfeits.  The draw will be done in order of seeding as described in the Australian Golf Handbook. 
Ties for qualifying will be decided on count backs.

Games can be played at either official SAMFSGC games or a venue mutually agreed to by both players.  It is the responsibility of both players to contact each other to organise their match play game prior to the cut off dates.

The winner will automatically qualify the following year seeded 16th or such higher position as they achieve at the qualifying match.     (07-2011)
The games must be completed by the dates nominated by the match committee.

Membership Fees 2011
The S.A.M.F.S. Golf Club runs a X-lotto system to raise money for prizes, green fee subsidies and other costs involved in running the club, and gives members a chance to win some money back and reduce membership costs.

Each number costs $1 per week for a chance of winning $25 for first number drawn out in Saturday nights X-lotto. With a 1:45 chance of your number coming out and 52 weeks in a year, the chance of recouping $25 on an annual outlay of $52.  
Each golf game the numbers are also put into a draw for the next golf game for free which can be worth up to $50 or more, so the chances of winning are pretty good.
